Eco-snippet   Ideas for your garden productivity and sustainability … 

Reduce water evaporation from your veggies such as toms, pumpkins, cucumber by using grass 

cuttings under and around them, also providing a good mulch and weed suppressant! 

More weed-suppressing – keep that non plasticised cardboard and use it once the plants have 

been removed – even better top off with grass cuttings and you can start a no dig method!
